Babies (6 mths – 12 mths) and Walkers (12 mths – 18 mths)

1. Child is immersed in a musical environment 

2. Development of sensory awareness is important

3. Movements and interactions guided by parent

4. Mothers are guided to respond to the child in a musical way

5. Beginnings of discovery play

6. Use music to help you parent 

Tots (18 mths – 2 ½ years)

1. Developing independence – more autonomous behaviour

2. Discovery play 

3. Building of language skills to allow child to reflect and anticipate experiences.

4. Child’s attention is focussed on particular elements. Parent guides the child's responses.

5. Independent movement. 

6. Developing awareness of others.

7. Parents as support, encouraging and helping the child as needed.

Friends (2 ½  - 3 ½ yrs) 

1. Development of concepts.

2. Higher level processing – colour, number

3. Child is beginning to use language skills to socialise and manage their responses.

4. More control of body coordination and movement.

5. More ability to transfer learning from one activity to another.

6. Child is able to respond musically in an independent manner.

7. Parents as partners, sharing the experience with the child.

Lesson Element Categories - Forest

Jungle Music Lesson Elements

	Activity
	Purpose of the activity

	Circle games
	· This a group experience promoting social awareness and a feeling of working together.

· These activities use whole body movement to enable child to experience a musical skill such as beat, dynamics and tempo.

	Locomotor activities
	· These activities develop the children's whole body response to music, enhancing balance and gross motor coordination.

	Instrument play
	· The children are introduced to both tuned and untuned percussion instruments. 

· Babies and small toddlers use instruments to discover and experience sound textures. 

· Older toddlers and young children use percussion and pitched instruments to respond musically to rhythm, pitch, beat, sound texture and tempo.

	Sensory Play
	· Through sensory play, parents are taught how to use the sense of touch to stimulate their child's sensory awareness. 

· For babies this may be a massage or  calming activity 

· For more active older children, sensory play will involve learning the names of body parts and body awareness activities.

	Lap Rides
	· These are fun parent and child activities that build the child's sense of beat and rhythm through whole body movement.

	Visual
	· These activities focus on a visual stimulus to build the child's visual awareness and eye tracking skills. These skills build a foundation for co-ordination of eye muscles vital for beginning reading.

	Fingerplays
	· Fingerplays are used to build finger movements and eye hand co-ordination needed for later school work and keyboard playing.

	Notation
	· Notation activities introduce children to reading music in a fun way through specially designed play materials.

	Partner play
	· We highly value the importance of parental input into the child’s musical education. Partner play builds on this loving bond using delightful peekaboo games, lullabies and partner games to encourage both a loving and musical interaction.
